AMIGO (American Members of International Goodwill to Others) is a Department of Defense Program designed to help the International Military students meet Americans.  AMIGO is a “two-way’ learning and sharing experience for Americans and Internationals.

Our goal is for the International student to visit in an American home and have experiences typical to that of U.S. citizen.

What is required of the American volunteer (AMIGO)?

Nothing is required!  We ask each AMIGO to simply extend friendship and hospitality.  You can share your daily routine through visits at your home, shopping at the mall/grocery store, and/or a “day trip” to the Texas coast or Hill Country.  Sponsorship activities are only limited by your imagination.

How much does it cost to be an AMIGO?

Nothing- No cost!  It does take some extra time and energy, but is well worth it!

How often do I have to meet with my student?

There is no required number of contacts.  Some AMIGOs have almost daily communication with their students, while others contact their students once a week.  It’s really up to you and your student.  We do encourage at least weekly contact by telephone and an outing at least every two weeks.  (One nice thing about being an AMIGO is being able to make the program activities work for your personal and professional lifestyle.)
